     * Personal Statement: Up to 500-word essay addressing the 
reason for and desired area of interest for pracƟce in the NP

dent ID to complete this step)  

3– Professional Interview with NP admissions commiƩee: Follow-
ing a review of all completed applicaƟons, a select number of 
applicants will be offered the opportunity to parƟcipate in a panel 
interview by invitaƟon ONLY
